CALL FOR EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS VOLUNTEERS

The Town of Northbridge is seeking Emergency Preparedness volunteers to assist in an emergency affecting
the Northbridge community and its residents.

An emergency can be defined in any one of the following scenarios:

1. Emergency Dispensing Site (EDS): A Pandemic, Chemical or Biological event may require the
distribution of vaccine or antibiotics to all residents of the community through an Emergency
Dispensing Site (EDS). Volunteers would be necessary to assist with:

a. Non-medical volunteers to greet residents and direct them through the emergency dispensing
site, distribute and collect forms, assist with food service and child care needs for volunteers
and other workers within the dispensing site.

b. Medical volunteers to vaccinate, educate, and monitor for adverse reactions.

2. Shelter Operations: In the event residents need to be evacuated due to a fire, flooding or other
natural event or due to a possible toxic exposure requiring the evacuation of a certain area within the
community, Northbridge will establish a Shelter facility. Volunteers would be necessary to assist with:

a. Registration, Food Service & Child Care
b. Medical and Mental Health Resources

We are seeking to establish and maintain a database of local resources — volunteers that are willing to give of
their time in an emergency to help others in crisis.

Board of Health office located in the Aldrich School Town Hall Annex at the corner of Hill and Cottage Street (or
mail to 7 Main Street, Whitinsville, MA 01588)— be sure to check off the areas that interest you.

COMMUNITY EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAM (CERT)

For those of you that wish to take a more pro-active/involved approach to Emergency preparedness, we are
also establishing a COMMUNITY EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAM (CERT). Individuals that sign up for CERT will be
provided training in basic disaster response skills such as fire safety, light search and rescue, team
organization, and disaster medical operations. CERT members are encouraged to support emergency response
agencies by taking a more active role in emergency preparedness projects in their community.
